Guidelines:

1. You are to write an argumentative essay on “Which Element do you think is the best / most useful one on the periodic table?”  Your reasons and claims should be supported by evidence.  You cannot make a claim / reason / statement without proper evidence to support it.  You will pick an element and compare and contrast it to 3 other elements. You will have to do research on your element and counter elements, to determine your points and counter points.  You also need to think of the negatives / cons to each reason / statement….meaning the other point of view.  You need to address the counter points / other point of view, with evidence, and then explain why your element is the better one.  It is critical that when your paper is read, your element is supported beyond a shadow of a doubt.  
2. The essay should be well thought out and formatted in a logical manner.  I do not want bullets or just random thoughts / ideas.  Everything you write should make sense, have proper grammar, and follows the basic guidelines of an essay paper.  Treat this as an English Essay. 
3. The essay needs to be:

a. at least 3 pages long

b.  Double-Spaced, normal margins
c. Typed and 12 font

d.  Typed Cover page (not included in the 3 pages)

e. Typed Resource Page (not included in the 3 pages)

f. At least 5 sources in proper MLA format.

4. You must include a rough outline of your essay, which includes all of your main claims / points / reasons / statements / pros / cons.  The outline should also have evidence / research  to support your statements.

5. No 2 essays should be the same.  Each student should have different reasons as to why they think their element is the best one.  

6. I take plagiarism very seriously.  Any time you take work that is not your own thoughts, it is considered plagiarism.  Any student caught copying and pasting off of the internet, another student, or any other material will receive a zero on this assignment, and possibly a referral.
